e Each garment that you construct must have evidence of different construction skills, be made from a different
pattern or fabric. (Examples: darts, facings, interfacings, zippers, collars, cuffs, hems, buttons, buttonholes,
pleats, topstitching, gathers, under stitching, matching plaids, restyle or recycle altering patterns or tailoring.

¢ No exhibitor may make more than one entry in any lot/prize number.
